One of the enduring themes amongst classical music composers is a tendency for there to be an ‘unfinished
symphony’. Our experience has been an ‘unfinished season’ and an ‘unfinished Mahler journey’. Little could we
have known at our President’s concert on February 29", we would not be able to complete our season and
experience, what surely would have been the highlight of our Mahler cycle, performing his majestic awe-inspiring
Choral work — Symphony No 8 at the iconic Bridgewater Hall. Our 2020 Proms in the Park concert (May 23™) as
well as our July 18th concert, became victims of the coronavirus. We were so looking forward to welcoming Ellena
Newton and her trombone for Rimsky Korsakov’'s Trombone Concerto and to have concluded our season with
Shostakovich’s ‘The Gadfly’; surely ‘Romance’ is one of the most loved pieces of music. On July 18™ we will upload
the entire concert programme to the WSO and The Virtual Concert Hall Facebook pages for you to enjoy at your
leisure. For those who on our email circulation list we will share the links with you electronically.

WSO Chairman, Matthew Ellis, reflects on the highlights of a curtailed season ‘Despite the disappointments, we can
look back on our 51° season and three wonderful concerts. The high spots have to be the young soloists we
welcomed. Having Tom Blomfield (November) return to the orchestra and play the Strauss Oboe Concerto amongst
friends before recording it in London was special. It was always clear that Tom has a special talent and to share the
stage with him was amazing! What you might not know is that you were party to an exceedingly rare performance
— Strauss didn’t like the original ending of the concerto and re-wrote it. The original version is NEVER played and for
some reason, the publisher sent the original score rather than the later version that we needed. Tom learnt the
original ending and so we were able to present a rare performance of the ORIGINAL version of Richard Strauss’ Oboe
Concerto! Sophie Rosa’s wonderful performance of the Lark Ascending was also a highlight - her performance was
special and beautiful, and we are so lucky to have musicians of that quality and capability wanting to play with us.
It was great to play in front of a packed house in January with the Young Person’s Guide to the Orchestra. | know
that some people wanted and expected more Harry Potter, but, come on! How anyone could not have enjoyed that
vibrant, exciting, educational showpiece of orchestral music is beyond me. Then, to follow that up with Luke Jones’
(February) performance of Beethoven’s 3™ Piano Concerto — wow! Local talent at its absolute best’.
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Our President and Chairman have a special message for us...

At these difficult times, | am more conscious than ever of
how important partnerships are for our university. Our
links with Wrexham Symphony Orchestra are a good
example of that. Music has the power to lift spirits and
bring people together. One of my fondest memories is
the joint Gala Concert in February 2018, when we
celebrated the 10th anniversary of our university and the
20th year for WSO as our Orchestra-in-Residence. We
had students and staff involved in the production of
promotion materials, and visuals on stage. But that
memory was emulated by the recent pre-lockdown
concert last February featuring our own Luke Jones as a
solo performer, and the sheer exuberance and dark
drama of Symphonie Fantastique by Berlioz. | am so
looking forward to a return of normality, with plenty of
music!
